Internet ‘Earth Hour’ – Starts 12:01 am - April 1

Systems Administrators around the world have agreed to hold their own ‘Earth Hour’ as a sign of support for climate change. The governing body of the Internet in our region – the Asia Pacific Regional Internet Liaison For Organisational Operations Licensing – has decided that the Internet will be shut down for one hour in each timezone, exactly the same way as the original ‘Earth Hour’. 

The Internet will be turned off starting at the first official time zone – Greenwich, at midnight tonight local time. All Internet servers in this time zone will be unavailable for one hour. After 1 hour, the Internet servers will be turned on again. Then the next time zone will do the same shut down and startup around the world. Australia’s Internet servers are scheduled for shutdown at 10 am tomorrow, for one hour only. 

Please be advised that your favourite Internet sites around the world will be unavailable for one hour tomorrow only. This is a small price to pay for the benefits of Climate Change Awareness.
